General Criminal Justice Vocabularies

1st Degree Murder- plan to attack; requires premeditation; probation/jail for 2-5 years; unlawful killing; express malice
2nd Degree Murder- occurs at the spur of the moment; not planned to kill; doesn’t require premeditation; unlawful killing; either express or implied malice
Aggravated Assault- an unlawful attack by one person upon another for the purpose of inflicting severe or aggravated bodily injury, usually accompanied by the use of weapon. Occurs usually through an argument. 

Battery- unwanted touching of another

Burglary- the intent to enter (whatever it might be) to do a criminal crime
Civil action- one person can sue the other

Common Law- spoken/judge made law; oral tradition; already written down
Defamation – a statement that has an uncertain truth

Economic Crime – things and ways that people take stuff that belongs to you. The victim who stole the item usually feel psychological more bad than the victim itself.

Elements- has to be proven; common law

Embezzlement- one that carry on its own; doesn’t care
Express Malice – ex: I take a gun, and kill Kate. (“intentionally” trying to kill Kate) ; look at malice
Felony- more serious than misdemeanor; year or more (second time you did it)

Forcible Rape- sexual intercourse with a woman against her will with force and against her consent
Fraud – involves trickery; deceive someone to get something; also something doesn’t belong to you

Homicide- killing of another ; usually solved by the courts
Imply Malice – conduct is so bad and reckless ; ex: you throw bricks, and had no intention of killing anyone. But if you did killed someone, then you are doing imply malice.

Involuntary Manslaughter- didn’t intend to do a crime; unlawful killing
Larceny- taking, carry away, without the owners consent; intent to steal, BUT not force. Ex: money, food
Law of burglary- a break to steal, intent to steal and commit crime

Legal fiction- attempted involuntary manslaughter; assumed in law to be true

Malice- the intent to kill the individual, inflict body injury, or being reckless

Manslaughter- accidental killing of one human by another without intent to kill/do injury

Mensrey- guilty mind; intent to kill

Misdemeanor- not as serious as felony; characterized by how long you’ll spent in jail (your first time you did it) (always less than 1 year)

Murder- the willful killing of one human being by another; based solely on police investigations

Natural Law – good and bad from God; god given ; essence ; John Locke argued about natural law

Parole- they have served their sentence, conditional freedom (being under watched)
Personal Jurisdiction – the power of the court
Petty theft- stealing something that is worth little money

Plea Bargaining- to make a deal within a defendant and a prosecutor; to not go to court 
Positive Law - there is no good ; society determines which is good or bad

Primary Social Mechanism- we have it or know it 
Probation- granted provisional freedom to do good (freedom)

Property – people own

Rape- The crime of forcing another person to submit to sex acts, especially sexual intercourse.
Rape Shields Law- protect her from being raped by the defendant

Rape Laws- to protect the man’s property

Reasonable Doubt- level of proof needed to find defendant guilty in a criminal case; uncertainty of the criminal’s guilt

Robbery- must be taken by “force” while creating a sense of fear
Second Liability – one who distributes a device of an object by promoting its use to infringe copyright, as shown by clear expressions or the affirmative steps taken to foster infringement is liable for the resulting acts of re-fringment by the third party.
Secondary Social Mechanism- other people are call on to control social behavior

Serious felonies- burglary, lewd acts on a child under 14, or grand theft auto involving a fire arm (very common)

Social Norms- the way that we do things

Social Construction- portray something, major point; an invention or artifact of a particular culture or society which exists solely because people agree to behave as if it exists, or agree to follow certain conventional rules.

Statuary- laws legislative pass; laws that are written down

Statutory Rape- sexual intercourse with one under 18

Tertiary Social Control- the ‘government’ is called/used to control the guy/girl behavior

Tort- harms done to others

Vandalism- just to get popular; prestige

Violent Felonies/Crime- robbery, murder, voluntary, manslaughter; the act of force. Burglary usually can lead to violent crime
Voluntary Manslaughter- voluntary act that you did to commit the crime; unlawful killing; intent to kill
White Collar Crime- to cheat people; ex: auto mechanic . More people are affected by white collar crime, and is more interesting to watch on tv than seeing someone got murdered 
Wobblies- could be treated by misdemeanor or felony
Cyberspace Vocabularies

Dangerous Conduct – acts or behavior that may impact physical or national safety (ex: child pornography, cyber terrorism)
Fraudulent Conduct – behavior that may impact the economics safety of persons, businesses, institutions, and governments

ICANN – key stakeholders is responsible for assigning domain names and IP addresses

Key-logger – record every stroke you make

Inappropriate Conduct – actively that is likely to be considered less hazardous and troubling by the average person (ex: spam)
Trojan – change your password

Uniform Commercial Code – make rights better

Theories of Punishment Vocabularies

Capital punishment – race has no affect on whether someone’s going to be killed by capital punishment but rather by the race of the victim getting killed; should be used for the worst criminal, otherwise there are complications that he is dead … brings out other moral arguments, and the sanctuary of life. It should not be abolished, but we use it inconsistently
Categorical imperative – implies to retributive said by Immanuel Kant ; a means to end – that punishment is made not for means of anything else but to punish them in or itself – it’s goal is to stop the end….the goal is the means

Classic utilitarianism: prioritizing the greater good over the repercussion ; example: the pianist ; the police (example: they take naked photos of women…pleasures goes up in terms of Benthem  (the greatest good, the greatest number) 


Determinated sentence – it has a determined end; they will be released eventually (85% serving in jail, then you could get out)

Indeterminated sentence – 25 -----( life (you won’t be released; you will be on parole) ; 15 ----( life (the government decided when you will let out)
Inevitable errors of punishment – there is enough errors no matter what kind of punishment it is. Why does death make a difference?

Rule utilitarianism - Rule is a fault in utilitarianism ; measuring degrees
Retributivism – Closure for a family; retribution (to get back with one another); revenge; get even; punishment should happen; has to pay; Immanuel Kant; ex: shooting people without a trial just to get even
The sanctuary of life – we can’t have the death penalty, because it is sacred. Did God created morality? Where did morality came from?

Utilitarianism - Deter others; to deter offender; punish to rehabitation; incapacitation; restitution; protect society; gets conformity. Bentham believes punishment is a bad thing; it is wrong; we impose if we have to cause it deliver good; ex: executing the prisoners
